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Design plans for Over Houston

Enameling involves painting a vitreous substance made of finely powdered glass colored with metallic oxide and suspended in an oily
medium for ease of application onto glass with an airbrush. The medium burns away during firing at 1070°F in a kiln.

Glass samples, enameling supplies, German Master Artisan Rahmi Schulz applying enamel
Fusing, or heating pieces of glass in the kiln with a range of temperatures until they bonded, was used to create other parts of the

composition. Full fusing pieces of glass at a higher temperature creates a smooth surface, while tack fusing at a lower temperature
preserves the shape and surface relief of the pieces while joining them together.

Once the composition for each panel was completed, the components were laminated onto a bed of silicone over hurricane glass and
sealed into insulated tempered glass units.

The art glass panels were then shipped to Houston. The panels were installed into the existing glazing system of the connector bridge
at the airport during the night to avoid interference with normal operations of the airport.

Over Houston is scheduled to be featured in an upcoming national Southwest Airlines commercial being filmed at Hobby.

This public art commission was awarded in 2003 and installed in December of 2009. Over 4,000 hours of studio time were required to
complete the project.
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Over Houston details

For travelers, this installation becomes a powerful art experience encountered as they move from one part of the airport to another, via
the people mover or wide walkway. Over Houston tells a story of air travel and illuminates the unique natural and urban landscape of
Houston as seen from above.

The new facility houses Gordon Huether's art studio, fabrication facilities, administrative offices and the Hay Barn Gallery, featuring a
revolving exhibition of Gordon Huether's fine art, as well as exhibiting the works of selected guest artists.
